but ice and electric lines are not a good
combination. On February 11 an ice
storm slammed White River Valley Electric
Cooperative’s service area and left up to three
inches of ice on power lines and tree limbs, which
led to scattered power outages.

WRVEC crews responded to the outages
beginning on the evening of Monday, February
11 and worked around the clock until around
5:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 14 when every
member’s power was restored. At the peak of the
outage, there were approximately 2400 members
without power.

The outages started in the Ozark area, followed
Highway 14 to Ava and extended east with the
majority of the power outages in Douglas County.
