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Who is eligible?
    Any high school junior who attends a school 
in the same general area served by WRVEC 
is eligible to enter. Home-schooled students 
may participate if they are between 16 and 
17 years of age and have attained a scholastic 
achievement of the 11th grade. The contestant’s 
family does not have to be a WRVEC member. 
Area schools were mailed information in 
January. 

How to enter
  To enter, contestants must submit an essay 
of 1,500 words or less on the previously 
noted topic. The essay can be typed or clearly 
written on one side of paper.  Each essay will 
be judged on the basis of theme, development 
and grammar.  On a separate sheet, attached to 
the essay, include the following information:

or guardians’ names, t-shirt size, school, and 
sponsoring teacher’s name.
